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Request from the Editor:  Tell me YOUR IDEAS 
about the Prayers & Concerns Section of this 
Newsletter!   
 

The Internet Age has created amazing possibilities and some 
attendant problems, hasnôt it?  For most of its history, the 
churchôs newsletter has listed the full names and concerns of 
congregation members, knowing that praying for each other is 
an important way to connect with each other and with God.  
This information about peopleôs joys and concerns was pub-
lished only to the local church members by postal mail, and 
we came to rely on it as a way to ñkeep up withò each people 
who were already known to the people who received the 
newsletter.  The information stayed mostly within the small 
geographic community of the local congregation..   
 

Now however, the Internet has changed  this.  We have re-
ceived many requests to publish the full names of people in 
the Prayers and Concerns segment of the newsletter, but if 
we did, the information becomes available on the Internet to 
millions of people.  Not all of those millions are people that 
you would WANT to have information about you. For exam-
ple, we have received a complaint where a stalker was able to 
find his target again because her full name was in our news-
letter.  Also, identity theft, phishing, and misuse of medical 
information are real problems; and the Church does not want 
to make it possible for this to happen to our friends.  A third 
issue is that the decision about what information is going to 
be on the Internet about people, should be made by them, 
NOT by the newsletter Editor; and it is impossible for me to 
check with each person for each newsletter.  
 

So for several years, we have published only first names in 
our Prayer Concerns section, as a compromise between 
these privacy concerns and the need to share.  I know that 
omitting the last names is frustrating.  But publishing the last 
names is a different kind of problem.  So perhaps the time 
has come to use other methods to share our prayer concerns 
and needs. I have considered eliminating this section of the 
newsletterðis it now more frustrating than it is useful?   So, 
please let me know your thoughts.  Does the first name only 
method provide enough information that it is still useful 
to you?  Do you have other methods of receiving the 
same information (Prayer Chain emails? Facebook? Etc.)  
Can someone come up with a creative solution to this?   
 

I will summarize the comments you send in the next Newslet-
ter, and then decide again what to do in this space!
